e Misuse of alcohol/drugs Is the main contributor towards crime, especially
In contact crimes.

e Majority of the cases of contact crimes the victims and perpetrators are
known to each other.

e Northern Cape has a very young population and youth unemployment is
very high.
* 61.4% of the suspects arrested for contact crimes during the 2015/2016

financial year period were within the age groups of 10 and 29 - the
youngest accused being 11 years old.

» During the first three quarters of the 2021/22 financial year the focus was
on:

* Youth Crime Prevention Campaign debating peer pressure & alcohol abuse.
» Knock & Drop Awareness Campaign focusing on anti-alcohol abuse.

» Walk and Talk Awareness Campaign engaging communities on negative
effects of alcohol abuse and engaging communities regarding morality versus
alcohol abuse.




P Progress - Preven olence

e Sustainable Gender Based Violence and Femicide projects were implemented
In-line with the Five Provincial Integrated Social Crime Prevention Programmes.

e During the first three quarters of the 2021/22 financial year the focus was on:

e Stop Violence Against Children, Youth and Women projects were implemented
to address the high scourge of violence in the province. These projects included
the following:

e Children’s Dialogue on Children’s Rights — “It should not hurt to be a child”
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Progress - Prevention of Violence

* Puppet Shows — Children talk about substance abuse, gender-based
violence and domestic violence

» Children made aware of negative effects of Gender-Based violence
on them through Drama plays.

» Youth Debates focused on teenage pregnancy, violence free societies
and awareness and education on effects of substance abuse.

e The Office of the Premier chairs the Provincial Anti-Fraud and Corruption
Forum.

e The forum coordinates preventative programmes of departments in
prevention fraud and corruption
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System

e The Provincial Development Committee coordinates the Integrated
Criminal Justice System.

e The committee Is spearheaded by the Regional Manager of the
Department of Justice.

e Currently the Acting Regional Head takes responsibility for the
functionality of the committee going forward.

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Monitoring & Evaluation

e Monitoring of the implementation of outputs is done quarterly through
Inter-departmental reporting on Outcome 3 to the Department of
Transport, Safety and Liaison.

e Evaluation deals with the ultimate outcome and success of the strategy. It
focuses on the achievement of the promised services to the community by
improving the community’s perception on safety.

e Community surveys are conducted to evaluate the ultimate impact of the
strategy.

contributing towards the National Development Plan 2030 in “Building Safer
Communities”.
